 3.  Handicap Limits   -     Boys: 0-36,  Girls: 0-45. 
 

 4.  In the event of entries exceeding 81, there will be a ballot on the higher handicaps. 
 

5.  Prizes will be a minimum of, 5x Gross, 5x Nett.  No one competitor may win more than one main 
prize. 

 

 6.  Shall be played in accordance with the R&A rules of golf and the local rules as approved. 
 

7.  All competitors are required to play with balls on the current R&A List of Conforming Balls. 
Penalty for breach of rule is disqualification. 

 

 8.  Competitors are not permitted to ride in motorized buggies.

10.  All ties will be decided on the back 9, 6, 3 or 1 hole in that order, unless a tie remains in which 
case the first 6, 3 or 1 hole of the front nine count.
